The Textile Institute Student Design Awards Design Brief 2009
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2008 Student Design Awards prize winners

The annual TI design competition is geared towards full time fashion students across Australia. Its
main purpose is to provide students with the opportunity to participate in an exciting competition
that brings together industry partners with potential employees — the future of the TCF industry.

Main prizes:

Grand Prize:
4 weeks tuition and accommodation at the Paris American Academy
www.parisamericanacademy.edu

Industry Prizes:
Several cash and work experience and industry prizes will be awarded on the night. Several career
mentoring prizes will also be chosen at the awards evening.

Audience Prize:
A cash prize winner will be chosen by audience on the night of the awards.

Overview:

A minimum of one co-ordinated outfit per chosen category needs to be designed. The categories
are: 1. Day wear; 2 PM wear; 3. Active sportswear. More than one category may be entered.

Applicants must clearly label each entry with the chosen category title.

Stage B: Artwork submission

Must include:

1. Rationale — No more than 150 words which clearly identifies chosen theme/inspiration and
target market (age, gender and size) and fully identifies the applicant.

2. Artwork
a. Artwork in ‘storyboard’ format

i. A3 size —in a standard commercial folio(s) or bound (no other formats will
be accepted)

ii. A separate folio for each category entered needs to be used
iii. CAD or manual submissions will be equally considered

b. Specifications (A4)— please include complete specifications for functional garment
designs, i.e. explanation of design development

3. References/bibliography as appropriate

IMPORTANT: Please discretely label all work with your contact information & identify
which category has been entered

Judging of Artwork (Stage B)
The categories will each be judged separately with the principle judging criteria for the design
submission being:

Innovation of design — creative flair as a designer 25%
Innovative use of textiles 25%
Technical aspect considerations for garment manufacture 25%
Presentation 25%

Stage C: Garment submission

Garment Sizes and Models

Finalists may choose to model their own garments or keep a model in mind for the presentation
night. This model should be used for the fitting of your garments. Final stage of the competition
will involve the parading and presentation of prizes. Interstate finalists will have models provided
for them with prior negotiation if unable to provide own.
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Judging of garments (Stage C)

Garment judging will be based on:
< Continuity and consistency between design concept and garment
e Garment engineering and assembly
< Realisation of the total concept

Any outsourcing of embellishments and production treatments should be acknowledged by the
student.

Note: There is provision for designers to improve on their original design as they construct the
garments. The final garment should remain recognisable as that designed, and be accompanied
with a rationale on the changes made.

You must include:

e Short DVD/movie/slide show of the garment on a live model. This is to assist the judges
with the 3-dimensional view of the garments on the intended model (more details will
follow).

e Arelevant curriculum vitae i.e. one that would enable you to secure a job in the TCF
industry. This must be no longer than 2 A4 pages.

Conditions Of Entry

The competition is NOT open to 1* year fashion students.

All material will remain the property of, and will be returned to the creator.

All design and garment pieces are to be labelled with student’s name and contact number.

The design competition concept is formulated on a single entrant system. That is, only one student place
at the Paris American Academy. Teams of 2 or more may register, however we request that teaching
staff provide details of practical circumstances leading to syndication and an agreement on potential
prize sharing at the time of registering Form A. Please include an email contact on the forms as this will
be a primary form of contact for the students.

The Textile Institute reserves the right to add further prizes to those publicised. Additional prizes offered
will be communicated to participants via our teacher staff contact or website.

It is an understanding that the Textile Institute will use this competition to generate publicity, and the
creators of winning entries may be featured in various publications and the Textile Institute website. To
this end we will need the cooperation of the winners and their mentors in post competition publicity
exercises.

The winning entrant will receive The Textile Institute Prize, which includes accommodation and
attendance at a four-week special course at the Paris American Academy
(http://parisamericanacademy.edu/). The course provides tuition from skilled personnel. Included in the
course are visits to Paris fashion releases and to selected world famous fashion houses. This course is
valued at $AUS 5000. (The prize does not include return airfares to Paris).
